


Binding Styles Available:

Perfect Bound
'This is a punchless binding method that works

by fastening the book block directly to the
cover spine. This kind of binding creates paper
back books.

Case Bound
Text blocks are double fan bound. Which

is where the back margin of each leaf in an
unglued textblock is exposed to adhesive. The

adhesive is then pushed against the text block
first in one direction, then the other, thereby
fanning or separating the edges of the leaves.
Boards are then attached to the book blocks
which creats a hard cover. These boards are
covered with leather, cloth or a printed cover.

Saddle Stitch

The text block and cover are folded in half.
Staples are then punched through the fold to
create a booklet. This type of binding style is
recomended for books with a small page count,
less than 56.

Wire-O
A method of wire binding books along the
binding edge that will allow the book to lay flat

using double loops.




Spiral Wire
A method of wire binding books along the
binding edge that will allow the book to lay

flat using a single wire loop.

Comb
A method of plastic binding books along the

binding edge that will allow the book to lay
flat using what looks like a large plastic comb.

'The “teeth” of the comb are then looped along
the edge through punched holes.
